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tive.

"They made it fun and easy to
learn," said O'Brien, who lives in
Warminster. "They were more or
less able to cater to my needs."

With his learning disabilities,
O'Brien knew he could never sur-
vive in a big high school like
William Tennent and his mother
knew he needed the intense, small
classes offered by ATG if he was
going to get his diploma.

While at ATG, O'Brien acquired
the skills he needed to attend the
Middle Bucks Institute of
Technology, studying welding for
two years before settling on

only difference is in the way the
material is delivered, said Chief
Financial Officer Kathleen
Smookler.
